It is important for the science department to develop a consistent set of safety rules and
 
a uniform enforcement policy. Students trained in ninth grade will know the rules for all
 
subsequent science classes. A uniform safety policy IS easier to enforce and to document for the
 
administration.

This safety meeting should take only 6-8 minutes to present. The discussion period 

will vary depending on the issues that need to be addressed. In our experience, the 

discussion often leads to a lively exchange among teachers about how best to get 

students to "buy into" the safety program. 

It is important to keep a copy of these safety training notes and a signed attendance 

sheet to verifY that regular safety training meetings have been held. The sign-up sheet is 

almost as important as the training notes and is usually the first thing that is reviewed by 

regulatory inspectors. A copy of the sign-up sheet that we suggest using can be found at
