Affirmation Relating to Expulsion

As of July 1, 1993 Virginia law requires that prior to admission to any public school, the parent,
guardian, or other person in control or charge of a child of school age must provide, upon
registration, a sworn statement or affirmation indicating whether the student has been expelled
from school attendance from a private school or a public school division in Virginia, or in another
state for an offense in violation of School Board policies relating to weapons, alcohol or drugs,
or for willful infliction of injury to another person.

This sworn statement becomes part of the student’s scholastic record. Anyone making false
statements of this affirmation shall be guilty of a Class 3 misdemeanor.
